done, weather permitting, during the week of December 11, 2023. 

 

Road Construction       

Monday – Friday, 7 a.m. to 3 p.m.  Expect road closures, delays and detours. 

 MassDOT will be continuing their reconstruction and rehabilitation of the Circle Street Bridge. 

Due to construction, the bridge will remain closed to vehicle and pedestrian traffic until further 

notice. 

Combination Sanitary Sewer/Storm Drain Separation Project.  Monday – Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 

p.m.  Expect detours, lane shifts, road closures, and traffic delays. 

 On-going Combination Sanitary Sewer/Storm Drain Separation Project: 

o Trench excavation work in the following areas: Main Street (between River 

Street and Caldwell Street) and Prospect Street.   

o Prospect Street between Main Street and Arlington Street will be closed to 

through traffic until December 12th. 

Monday – Friday, 7 a.m. to 3 p.m.  Minor traffic impacts: 

 Pothole repairs Citywide. 

 Repair water gate boxes at various locations throughout the City.  

 Pine Ridge Technologies (PRT) will finish installing streetlight bases and begin 

installing replacement aluminum light poles on various streets throughout the City. 

 Unitil will be conducting natural gas pipeline replacement projects in the areas of: 

Wanoosnoc Road, South Street, Pleasant Street, Main Street, and Rollstone Street.  

There will be detours in the area of Blossom Street and Main Street causing minimal 

delays, motorists are encouraged to plan accordingly.  The contractors Neuco, S. Fors, 

Feeney Brothers and O.G. Croteau, plan to work 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday thru 

Friday. Expect detours, temporary road closures and delays. Residents will be given 

notice on any planned service interruptions associated with the gas work. 

 Asplundh will be performing normal maintenance trimming work on Ashburnham 

Street for Unitil. 

 Due to ongoing construction at Crocker Elementary School, heavier than normal 

traffic may be experienced on Mechanic Street, Bigelow Drive and Whittemore Street. 

Over the next few weeks there will be steel deliveries, concrete trucks and dump 

trucks along with construction personnel vehicles. 

Hydrants  

 Hydrant maintenance City-wide.  

 Monday through Friday – Winterizing fire hydrants at various locations City-wide.
