Water Meter Upgrade Project in all wards; Monday – Saturday, 8 AM to 4 PM: 

Baystate 
Winsupply will be replacing and installing new water meters inside buildings and 
homes throughout the City.  Customers are notified via U.S. postal mail.  Once a 
customer is notified by Baystate Winsupply, there will be instructions to make 
appointments for meter replacement through a website or over the phone. 

 
 
Road, Sewer, & Water Line Work; Monday – Friday, 7 AM to 3 PM.  Expect lane 
closures and Minor traffic impacts: 

 Pothole repair in all wards

 Spot sanding in all wards 

 Inspecting and cleaning curb stop boxes in all wards

Hydrant Work; Monday – Friday, 7 AM to 3 PM.  Minor traffic impacts: 

 Winterizing and inspecting fire hydrants on the High System (fire hydrants with 

red tops/bonnets) in all wards
